■ An incident refers to any unplanned event that has the potential to cause harm but does not necessarily lead to 
injury or damage. 

■ Although these events don’t result in immediate harm, they reveal potential risks or safety gaps that could lead 
to future accidents if not addressed. 

○ Raven Lift stairs: two slips & falls have been reported, 1 near miss & 1 injury (December) Mitigated by attaching hole 
matting. 

● First aid statistics / summary (Nov 1-30) 
○ Acute strain: driving a tbog for training when it jerked forward and left shoulder subluxed temporarily; went back into 

place.  Further medical sought, WSBC opened. 
 

● Mechanism of Injuries 
○ Sudden acute motion pulled by object
