○ MSI reported – Right Knee.  Aggravation started in June, subsided but has gotten progressively worse.  Medical sought, 

Worksafe claim started. 
○ Repetitive strain stress injury for lifting & moving SK chairs – no accident or fall. 

■ Mitigation: move with two people if not already doing so and take needed breaks.
